No textbook will be issued for this class. Instructional materials will be provided by the teacher each day in class. It will be YOUR responsibility to maintain an organized binder with these materials, and bring this binder to class every day. 
Materials:

· Several pencils with working erasers. ALL work must be completed in pencil. Homework completed in pen will not be accepted. 

Classroom Procedures:

1. You must respect your teachers, your peers, and yourself at all times.

2. NO electronics may be used in the classroom. This includes cellphones, iPods (or other mp3 players), iPads, laptop computers, netbooks, eReaders, or anything else electronic that may distract other students from their classwork. All electronics must be turned off before entering the classroom. This is true during instructional time, PRIDE time, and tutoring sessions before/after school.
3. Do not interrupt the teacher or another student. When the teacher is talking, you are not. 

4. There will be no eating, drinking, or chewing gum in the classroom at any time. 

Attendance: 
You are expected to attend class every day. If you are absent for any reason, excused or unexcused, it is YOUR responsibility to obtain your makeup work and complete it on time. 
Tardy Policy: YOU MUST BE IN THE CLASSROOM, IN YOUR ASSIGNED SEAT WHEN THE BELL RINGS. Homework should be turned in, you should be seated, and working on the bell ringer by the time the bell rings. NO EXCEPTIONS.
Detention: 
Detentions will be assigned for violations of classroom policies and procedures. Failure to serve a detention will result in a referral to SRC. THE REFERRAL DOES NOT REPLACE THE DETENTION. You will still need to serve the detention. 
Passes: 

Passes to the restroom are for emergencies only. Passes to other locations (i.e., lockers, other classrooms) will not be given. Any student entering my classroom during teaching time must have a pass.

This time may be used for tutoring, extra practice, or making up missed assignments for this course. If you need to work on another class, you must get a PRIDE pass from me to go to your other teacher. 
Tutoring: 

Tutoring and makeups are by scheduled appointment only. You must be on time. It is YOUR responsibility to make arrangements to attend these sessions in advance. Tutoring schedules will be posted in the classroom. AFTER SCHOOL TUTORING WILL BE TUESDAYS FROM 2:55 – 4:00 pm. This time is subject to change.
